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TIMSS Performance \

TIMSS is a large scale, highly regarded, interoatl study of mathematics and science in Years 8. & Australia, it is
administered by the Australian Council for EducatibResearch. This study occurs every 4 years mvahies 375,000 students
in 60 countries. 163 government schools, 43 cattedhools and 23 independent schools in Austraitigipated in this study.

Performance of Year 4 students at Eatons Hill S&tkool on this study showed that in mathematioslests were performing
above the Australian average in the areas of numbeometric shapes and measures, data display lainéting processes,
Similarly, these Year 4 students were above therdliast average in science and the areas of lifeesce, physical science
earth science and thinking processes. In the afeslf-confidence in learning mathematics and smeour students performe
significantly higher than the Australian cohort.%%f Eatons Hill students were in the top 15% onheatatics and 18% wer,
in the top 15% of science.
