Introduction |
Eatons Hill State School was established in 1998. It is a co-educational school located on the northern outskirts of
Brisbane in the Pine Rivers Shire and geographically bounded by the areas of Albany Creek, Strathpine and Samford.
The School lies within the Queensland political electorate of Kurwongbah and the Australian political electorate of
Dickson. The school mainly attracts students from the growing population of nearby areas Eatons Hill, Warner,
Cashmere, Clear Mountain and Brendale.

Our vision is to be widely acclaimed as a good school - a school with good children, good teaching, good leadership
and support, good partnerships and relationships, good resources and great outcomes.

This report provides information about our school using a common template for all state and non-state schools. The
details refer specifically to the 2007 academic year.

The school has continued to consolidate its above average performances on literacy and numeracy.

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School Profile |
Eatons Hill State school is a co-educational school. In its short 10 year history, the school has grown rapidly from its
1998 opening enrolment of 355 students.
In 2007, the day 8 enrolment was 911 students (including 87 inaugural prep year children). The total enrolment at the
end of 2007 was 940. The following year level enrolments were effective from Feb 2007: Prep (87) Year 1 (103) Year
2 (128) Year 3 (128) Year 4 (129) Year 5 (121) Year 6 (107) Year 7 (108).The school enrolment included 13
Aboriginal & Torres Strait Islander children and Special Ed program involving 23 children.

The Prep to Year 7 cohort consisted of 37 classes with multi-age teaching arrangements.
Class structures included:

- Prep — single classes

- Yearl/2, Yearl/2/3, Year3 (Early years)

- Year4/5 (Middle Years)

- Year6, Year6/7, Year7 (Upper Years)

Curriculum offerings

Our distinctive curriculum offerings

The curriculum incorporated the New Basics referents of: life pathways and social futures, multiliteracies and
communications media, active citizenships, environments and technologies. Essential Learnings of the 8 Key
Learning Areas of English, Mathematics, Study of Society and Environment, Science, Art, Music, Physical
Education/Health, and Languages other than English (Japanese) were addressed. All programs were complemented
with Early Intervention strategies, Learning Support, Special Needs Support, Reading Recovery, and Multi-age
Teaching.

Specialist programs are provided for Japanese, HPE, Music, Library and Special Education. Other curriculum
components included interschool sport, instrumental music, literacy & numeracy intervention, Reading Recovery
program, Religious Education program, individual modified programs, student camping/excursion program, student
leadership program, Student Council, Travelsmart, Out-of-School-Hours Care, Optiminds, Bike Education program,
Sexuality program, Maths Team Challenge, and social skilling programs.

The following Rich Tasks & School Tasks were undertaken from Year 3 — 7. These Rich Tasks were scaffolded by a
series of Focus Studies/School Tasks in Years 1 — 7. 2007 Rich Tasks were Oral Histories, Design, Make and
Display a Product, Away with Words, Let's Dance, Webpage Design, Multimedia Presentation, Historical and Social
Aspects of Craft, and a Celebratory Event.

How computers are used to assist learning
All students, staff and volunteer helpers have access to computers through a Local Area Network. On average, each
classroom has access to 4 networked computers. A computer lab of 31 networked computers was accessible to all
students. All students have access to the internet, personal email service and the school’'s webpage. Each school
member has a unique access login and password.

Information Communication Technology is an integral component of the Rich Tasks and School Tasks. For example,
Focus Study 2 in Year 7 involves a Technology Challenge, Rich Task 6 in Year 3 involves webpage design and a
school task in Year 1 & 2 involved a narrative PowerPoint presentation. In 2007, the school commenced
implementation of a new managed operating environment (MOE).
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Social climate |

In 2007 the School Opinion Survey results indicated that 90 % of our parents and 89% of our students felt that the
school was a safe place. Most parents (90%) felt that their children were treated fairly at school. 85% of students
indicated they were happy to go to Eatons Hill State School. 87% of students and 95% of parents said that Eatons Hill
State School was a good school. 90% of parents said the school made them feel welcome. 82% of parents indicated
they were satisfied with the discipline at the school. 97% of parents said they were happy with what children had
learned. 92% of parents were happy with the quality of teaching that their child was receiving. 95% of parents felt
that Eatons Hill State School provided good learning opportunities for their children.

TIMSS Performance

TIMSS is a large scale, highly regarded, international study of mathematics and science in Years 4 & 8. In Australia, it
is administered by the Australian Council for Educational Research. This study occurs every 4 years and involves
375,000 students in 60 countries. 163 government schools, 43 catholic schools and 23 independent schools in
Australia participated in this study.

Performance of Year 4 students at Eatons Hill State School on this study showed that in mathematics, students were
performing above the Australian average in the areas of number, geometric shapes and measures, data display and
thinking processes. Similarly, these Year 4 students were above the Australian average in science and the areas of
life science, physical science, earth science and thinking processes. In the area of self-confidence in learning
mathematics and science, our students performed significantly higher than the Australian cohort. 29% of Eatons Hill
students were in the top 15% on mathematics and 18% were in the top 15% of science.
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Trend Information on student performance

The followmg trends have been noticeable in the past 3 years at Eatons Hill State School:
Year 2 reading performances have improved each year to be higher than state averages
Year 2 writing performance have improved each year to be higher than state averages
Year 2 number performance have been consistent with the state averages
Year 3 reading, spelling, writing, number, data and measurement, and space performance have improved
steadily each year to be higher than state averages
Overall literacy and numeracy performance in Year 3 has steadily trended upwards for the past 3 years to be
above state averages.
Year 5 reading, spelling, writing, number, data and measurement, and space performance have been
consistently higher than the state average over the past 3 years
Overall literacy and numeracy performance in Year 5 has shown a constant trend of being consistent with
State averages
Year 7 reading, spelling, number, data and measurement, and space performances have been consistently
higher than the state averages over the past 3 years.
Year 7 performances in 2007 tended towards the state average levels.
Overall performance of Year 7 students in literacy and numeracy has been either consistent with or higher
than the state averages over the past three years.

Parent, student and teacher satisfaction with the school

95% of parents/caregivers were satisfied that Eatons Hill State School was a good school.

94% of students were satisfied they were getting a good education at Eatons Hill State School.

85% of parents/caregivers were satisfied children were getting a good education at Eatons Hill State School.

67% of the school workforce were satisfied with access to learning opportunities that related to school and systemic
initiatives.

91% of staff agreed that EHSS was a good place to work

87% of staff members were satisfied with morale at Eatons Hill State School.
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
